ACTIVITY 1-AIR

An air survey was recently conducted by the
Air Audit Team under the guidance of Ms.
Sonali Suranse at Shri Ram Centennial School.
As part of the initiative, students engaged in
discussions with the automobile in-charge Mr.
Mukesh Chouksey about the different types of
fuels used in the school buses. They explored
fuels like diesel, petrol, and CNG,
understanding their environmental impacts.
Students also researched how each fuel
contributes to air pollution and greenhouse gas
emissions. To showcase their learning, they

prepared informative and creative models. The

activity aimed to raise awareness about
sustainable fuel choices and promote eco-
